**Simon:** (Fumbling a pot comically, pretending to catch it) Almost got me this time, Dad-in-law!

**Mr. Gigglesworth:** (Winking, leaving a basket of 'giggle-inducing cookies') I'll chat with the Weather Wizard and ask for surprises!

**Scene 3: A Whimsical Goodbye**



*(The stage is shared between gardens and pottery settings. Ruby, Dave, Poppy, and Simon wave goodbye to Mr. Gigglesworth as he jingles away to center stage.)*



**Mr. Gigglesworth:** (Turning back with a warm smile) Remember my darlings, no need to control everything, when your heart is sunny, everything will fall into place!



*(They all wave, and the curtain slowly falls as the sound of laughter fades out.)

**Performance Tips for Kids:**



1. **Props & Costumes:** Use everyday household items like scarves for aprons or bedsheets for backgrounds. Pottery can be mimicked with plastic cups or play-dough creations.

3. **Character Voices:** Exaggerate Mr. Gigglesworth's jolly laughter and the daughters' joyful tones to add fun.

4. **Improvised Laughter:** Encourage spontaneous giggles during the script for an infectious atmosphere.

5. **Audience Engagement:** Invite family members to be part of the Weather Wizard's audience to invoke surprise decisions.
